» Best practices for injections apply to all vaccinations and
coadministration.

Booster vaccines

« On July 29, 2022, the U.S. Health and Human Services (HHS) announced a purchase
agreement with Moderna for a bivalent booster vaccine candidate.
This is in addition to the vaccine doses that HHS had previously agreed to purchase from Pfizer.
Both vaccines have yet to be FDA-authorized and recommended by CDC/ACIP

« Current CDC recommendation states that individuals who are eligible for a booster dose get
boosted now and not wait.

« Existing COVID-19 vaccines remain the single most important tool in preventing serious
iliness, hospitalization, and death

* There is no indication that getting a booster dose now will prevent getting a bivalent booster
dose in the Fall, if eligible.

« We will provide further information on the timing and availability of the bivalent booster, as
well as any information regarding the interval between current and future booster doses as it
becomes available.
