CDPH Updates
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February 22 Amendment of State Public Health Officer
Order: Health Care Worker Vaccine Requirement

e CDPH updated the December 22, 2021, State Public Health
Officer Order requiring health care workers to be fully vaccinated
and boosted by March 1, 2022.

e The amendment now allows delay of the March 1 deadline for
receiving a booster for workers with proof of a recent infection
for up to 90 days from date of infection.

e This amendment reflects current science and understanding as it
relates to hybrid immunity in those who are fully vaccinated and
then become infected.

February 22 Testing and Vaccination
Revisions to CDPH AFLs

Revisions notify facilities of the February 22 State Public Health Officer Order

Requires HCP to be up to date with vaccinations and receive boosters by
March 1, 2022, unless exempt.

Allows delay of the March 1 deadline for receiving a booster for workers with proof of
a recent infection for up to 90 days from date of infection.

Updates the testing requirements for HCP not up to date with their COVID-19
vaccinations that have a medical or religious exemption.

AFL 21-08.8 Guidance on HCP Quarantine/Isolation

e AFL was updated March 7 to remove temporarily adjusted return-to-work criteria
in place only from January 8 to February 1. Hospitals and nursing homes must
follow work restriction guidance in the table below:

Work Restrictions for HCP with SARS-CoV-2 Infection (Isolation)

Vaccination Status

Routine

Boosted, OR

Vaccinated but not booster-eligible

5 days* with negative diagnostic testT same day

or within 24 hours prior to return OR

e On March 8, HHS and CDC announced revisions to HHS COVID-19
laboratory reporting guidance, which will go into effect April 4.

— Original Guidance

e ALL results (positive and negative) from ALL COVID-19
tests (except home use tests) are required to be reported

— Updated Guidance Effective April 4, 2022

e Negative test results from non-NAAT tests (e.g., rapid or
antigen test results) are no longer required to be reported.

e Stayed tuned for further guidance from CDPH and local health
departments.
